Fitz
My biggest problem?  Oh that’s an easy one.  RATS!

Alice
Rats?

Fitz
Yes rats.  Small ones, big ones, great huge fat ones…


They eat everything.  If it carries on much longer, we’ll have to shut up shop.

Alice
There can’t be that many.

(Rats then invade the stage.)

Fitz
You see. Everywhere.

(Looks defeated)


If it gets any worse I will have to let the Tanyard buy me out.

(Alice and Fitzwarren leave.)

Villager

Look, here comes Alice Fitzwarren.  She’s the daughter of the owner of this shop.

Alice

Hello.

(See each other properly and do a double take) Ping
Dick

Pleased to meet you Miss Alice.  I am Dick Whittington.  

Alice

Hello Dick.

Dick

Errr, this is my mum Sarah.

Sarah

Hello.  (Shakes Alice’s hand too much and offers her food from a pocket which Alice accepts reluctantly)

Dick

I need a job.

Alice

Can you serve in a shop?

Dick

Yes, anything.  I’m penniless so anything will do.

Sarah

I need a job too.  I’m a cook.  I can make anything taste wonderful!

(Alice looks at the food that Sarah gave her and then looks back.)
Alice

Well, I’ll have a word with my father. Come with me and I’ll see what he can do.  
(Alice leaves with Sarah)

Dick

She’s loverly.

(She’s so loverly music.)

Call from off stage
Sarah


Come on Dick!

(Dick realises what he is doing and rushes off stage.  Tommy follows him)
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
