e At St Alban’s we want you to pursue the big questions. Such as ‘Who am I?’, Why am | here?’,
‘What do | desire?’” and ‘How then shall | live?” How has St Alban’s encouraged you to think about
these questions? You still may not have the answers. Your answers may change but you could
consider these questions in your essay.

e How has collective worship helped you grow spiritually? Was there a particular prayer, story or
moment that made you think?

e Think about RE lessons, staff, your friends, topics, houses or spiritual helpdesks.
